



































































































































B. Attend and document one Pre-Bid Conference Meeting. In addition to the
Pre-Bid Meeting, Architect shall attend one site visit of the Project. During the Pre-Bid
Meeting and the site visit, Architect shall make a detailed technical presentation of the
Project and repond to questions from prospective bidders in the form of an Addendum.

C. Prepare Bid Document addenda, as directed by the District, to address
prospective bidder’s questions concerning the Construction Documents and other technical
matters atfecting the construction of the Project. The first three Bid Document addenda shail
be prepared as a part of the Services and any additional Bid Document addenda shall be
prepared as an Additional Service. Consider and document all written requests from
prospective bidders for product substitutions before receipt of bids.

D. Assist District in evaluating bids.  Assist District in finalizing the
agreement(s) with the construction contractor(s) to construct the Project.

E. The District may award the contract to the lowest responsible bidder, or it
may, among other things, reject all bids and solicit new bids. In addition, the parties agree
the District may request that Architect, as an Additional Service, amend and make revisions
to any or all of the Project Construction Documents, including revisions and amendments to
the design, scope, quality, drawings. specifications, and implementation of deletions and
substitutions in order to rebid the Project. All such amendments and revisions shall be made
in consultation with, and subject to the prior written approval of the District and, as required,
by governmental agencies having jurisdiction; and, such amendments and revisions by
Architect shall be an Additional Service.

F. Assist District, as an Additional Service, in securing any required
governmental agency approvals, and in any solicitation of new bids.

V. CONSTRUCTION PHASE SERVICES
During the Construction Phase, the Architect shall provide the following Services:

Architect’s responsibility to provide Services during the Construction Phase
commences with the award of the construction contract and terminates upon the filing of a
Certificate of Completion and the satisfactory completion of all Punch List [tems. To the
extent the Construction phase shall exceed () calendar days, and to the extent
that such longer duration of the Construction phase is not caused by Architect, its employees,
Subconsultants, representatives, successors or assigns, Architect’s Services for the remainder
of the Construction phase shall be compensated as an Additional Service.

A. Architect shall conduct one or more pre-construction meetings, as the District
determines are needed for the Project, with all interested parties.

B. Attend and participate in scheduled Project meetings, as provided in the
Agreement.,
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C. At the request of District, Architect shall interpret the meaning and intent of
the Construction Documents, and prepare responses resolving Request for Information (RFT)
matters of the construction contractor concerning the coordination, consistency, and clarity of
the Construction Documents and the component parts thereof.  Architect shall submit such
R¥I responses to District in a imely manner so as to ensure the timely and uninterrupted
progress of the Project work. Consistent with Architect’s Standard of Care as describeded in
Paragraph 1.13 of the Agreement and Architect’s obligation to correct defective Services
provided in Paragraph 2.7 of the Agreement, Architect shall make all revisions to the
Construction Documents made necessary by errors and ommissions in the originally
approved Construction Documents, at no additional cost to District. District and Architect
agree to employ a reasonableness standard in determining whether an error or omission or
defective Services have occurred. If the parties are unable to reach mutual agreement
regarding whether an error or omission or defective Services have occurred, the matter shall
be subject to resolution as a dispute under Paragraph 15 of the Agreement.

D. If requested by the District, provide District with its written professional
opinion and recommendations on any claims or disputes between the District and the
construction contractor or any other contractors with whom District has a contract relating to
the Project and on any other matters relating to the execution and progress of Project
construction or the interpretation of the Contract Documents.

E. Architect shall review and provide its written response and professional
opinion to District concerning schedules, schedule updates, submittals, shop drawings,
coordination drawings, samples, information requests, change requests, quotations, as-built
drawings, product data, claims of materially different circumstances, and other submissions
of the construction contractor and subcontractors of any tier, as requested by District,
regarding compliance with, or alterations and/or additions to the Contract Documents,
practicality, costs, unit prices, time and material changes, effect on completion schedule and
risk to the Project. Architect’s review and response shall be completed in a timely manner in
accordance with Architect’s Schedule attached to the Agreement as Schedule B and so as to
ensure the timely and uninterrupted progress of the Project work. However, for extraordinary
submissions which involve more work or time than is normally required for routine
submissions, as mutually determined and agreed upon by Architect and District, Architect’s
review, response and professional opinion may be the subject of an Additional Service and/or
additional time may be allotted. Additionally, if after commencement of construction,
District requests in writing that Architect review and analyze a requested product or material
substitution, the Architect shall undertake such review as an Additional Service and provide a
written response to District.

F. In coordination with District, provide and distribute Construction Documents
and explanatory sketches required during construction. Any sketches which are not
reflective of or consistent with the Construction Documents shall be first approved by
District in writing before release of the same to the construction contractor. Copies of all
sketches shall be maintained by Architect and submitted to District.

G. Submit written recommendations to the District for written approval before
instituting any changes to the requirements of the Contract Documents, Process and prepare
Schedule A
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all bulletins, requests for quotation, proposals, revisions in drawings and change orders
approved by District. Monitor all scope changes during construction to ensure compliance
with approved revisions.

H. Issue written clarifications approved by District in writing for proper
execution of the work required by the Contract Documents; provided, however, Architect
shall not have control or charge of and will not be responsible for construction means and
methods, techniques, sequences or procedures, or for safety precautions and programs in
connection with the work or for the act or omissions of the contractor, subcontractors or any
other persons performing any of the work under the Contract Documents. Notwithstanding
any contrary or potentially ambiguous descripiton of Architect’s Services, it is intended that
Architect shall have no responsibility for jobsite safety on the Project. The construction
contractor, and its subcontractors and vendors, shall have full and sole authority for all safety
programs and precautions in connection with the Project construction work. When the
Architect is present at the site, such presence shall be only for the purpose of endeavoring to
protect District against any deviations or defects in the completed construction Work, and
Architect shall have no authority to take any action whatsoever on the site regarding safety
precautions or procedures,

L. Architect shall visit the Project site at intervals appropriate to the then current
stage of construction and at key construction milestones with engineering disiplines, as
described in Paragraph 2.10 of the Agreement, or as otherwise agreed upon with District, in
writing, to become generally familiar with the progress and quality of the portion of the
Work completed and to determine in general if the Work observed is being performed in a
manner indicating that the Work, when fully completed, will be in accordance with the
Contract Documents. Architect shall keep accurate written records and regularly submit such
records to District commenting on the general progress of the construction Work, general
conformance with the construction schedule, and observed deviations from the Contract
Documents. Architect shall attend bi-weekly construction progress meetings with District
and its construction contractor. However, Architect shall not be required to make exhaustive
or continuous on-site inspections to check the quality and quantity of the Work. Architect
shall at all times have access to the sile whenever it is in preparation or progress.

K. Architect shall check and process, in a timely manner, all required materials
test reports for the Project Work. In addition, Architect shall provide District with written
notice of any deficiencies in materials or Work reflected in such reports, as well as its
recommendation for correction of such deficiencies. Architect shall provide District with
written notice of any work or materials that do not conform to the Construction Documents
and that in Architect’s professional opinion should be rejected, or that should be the subject
of additional testing or inspection.

N. Based on Architect’s observations, coordination with Project inspectors,
review of materials testing reports, and evaluation of the construction contractor’s
performance of the Project construction work, Architect shall review the construction
contractor’s applications or invoices for payment, including the contractor’s application for
final payment, and provide District with its comments and certification concerning the
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progress of the construction work and the amounts due the construction contractor.
Architect’s certification for payment shall constitute a representation to District, based on
Architect’s observations of the construction work as provided in this Section and on the data
comprising contractor’s application for payment, that the Work, to the best of Architect’s
knowledge, information, and belief, has progressed to the point indicated and that the quality
of the Work is in accordance with the Contract Documents.

P. The Architect shall observe the construction work to determine the date of
substantial completion and the date of final completion and provide written notice to District
of such determinations.

Q. All changes, of whatever nature, to the Construction Documents and/or the
Project, shall be described in the “as-built” documentation maintained by the construction
contractor. Architect shall review such documentation with the construction contractor to
confirm the construction contractor is documenting and preparing drawings, sketches,
diagrams, computations and other information describing the Project’s as-built conditions.
Upon recerving such “as-built” documentation from the construction contractor, Architect
shall prepare, maintain, and deliver printed and editable electronic versions of the Record
Drawings and Specifications to the District showing the original Project as modified by such
“as-built” documentation. Architect shall prepare the Record Drawings and Specifications
based on the “as-built” documentation provided by the construction contractor and shall have
no responsibility for the accuracy of the construction contractor’s “as-built” documentation.

R. For all changes to the Construction Documents and/or the Project requiring
prior agency approval, Architect shall revise the Construction Documents to accurately and
completely describe all such changes proposed to be made pursuant to District construction
change orders or otherwise and, upon District approval, submit the same to the agency for
approval. In the event the agency requires that any changes be made to the Construction
Documents as a condition of approval, Architect shall efficiently revise the Construction
Documents to incorporate such changes and, with District approval, resubmit the
Construction Documents to the agency, as appropriate.

VI. PROJECT CLOSE OUT SERVICES

During the Project Close Out Phase, the Architect shall provide the following
Services:

A. After determining that the Project is substantially complete in consultation
with District, Architect shall inspect the Project with the program manager to verify that the
materials furnished and the work performed are substantially compliant with the Contract
Documents and Architect shall prepare a list of all remaining deficiencies and minor items
needed to be corrected or completed on the Project, including those identified on the punch
list prepared by the construction contractor (collectively the Punch List liems). Architect
shall promptly provide District with the Punch List Items required to be corrected before
final acceptance of the Project, final pavment to the construction contractor, and issuance of
the Certificate of Completion.

B. Architect is responsible for facilitating a walkthrough on site with District to
review the Punch List Items.

C. Receive and review for completeness all guarantees, warranties, operating and
maintenance manuals, instruction books. diagrams, record “as built” drawings, and any other
material required by the Contract Documents from the construction contractor and 1ts
subcontractors, and deliver to District.

D. As set forth in Subparagraph G, below, before receipt of final payment,
Architect shall deliver (1) the original Record Drawings and Specifications to District m
printed and electronic, editable format together with a written statement signed by Architect
representing that the Record Drawings and Specifications contain the “as-built” information
provided to Architect by the construction contractor. Each sheet of the Record Drawings and
Specifications shall be clearly labeled and identified as “RECORD”. The label shall also
bear the RECORD date. The Construction Documents shall bear the Architect’s seal.
Because of the difficulties of long-term electronic archive storage, the District agrees that it
shall examine the electronic files of the Deliverables and verity their correctness and either
accept or reject the same within two (2) months of receiving the Deliverables. The Architect
will remedy any defects discovered in the files preventing their proper use and maintenance
during this period at no cost. Unless the District shall have previously rejected the electronic
documents, the District will be deemed to have accepted the electronic files and taken
responsibility for their ongoing maintenance at the end of the two (2) month period.

E. Architect shall perform any further observation of the Project necessary for
Architect to issue a Certificate of Completion for the Project.

I Upon substantial completion of the construction contract and such Punch List
Items as required by District, in accordance with the Contract Documents, Architect shall
issue a Certificate of Completion, or similar document. The Certificate of Completion shall
not be issued by Architect until, to the best of Architect’s knowledge, information and belief,
all Work, except any Punch List Items expressly excepted by District in writing, has been
completed in accordance with the Contract Documents.

G. The Architect shall draft and complete a Project Closeout Approval Form for
the Project, to be furnished by District.

H. Prior to final payment to Architect, Architect shall deliver to District all of the
following:

1. Original Record Drawings and Specifications in printed and electronic,
editable format;

2. Original Construction Documents in printed and electronic format; and
3. Architect’s Certificate of Completion.
Schedule A
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VII. ADDITIONAL SERVICES

Architect shall, as an Additional Service and upon receiving wrntten authorization
from District, provide the following services:

A. In the event the underlying wood surfaces and/or structural components of
roofs of the Las Palmas Medical Plaza Building are determined to be deteriorated or
otherwise structurally compromised due to water damage, termutes, fungus, rot, or other
means, Architect shall, upon receiving wrntten authorization from District, evaluate and
prepare any necessary architectural and engineering design to replace such wood surfaces
and/or structural components.

B. Oversee the Construction Contractor’s procurement and assembly of all
required permits, licenses, and certificates, as required by the Contract Documents, and
obtain a copy of the same from the Construction Contractor and arrange delivery of same to

District.

C. Architect’s On-site Observation.  Architect may be required to assign
qualified on-site representatives acceptable to the District during such times as construction
is in progress for the purpose of additional on-site observation of the progress and
conformance of the permanent features of the work to the requirements of the Contract
Documents. The Architect’s on-site representative shall not be removed or replaced before
full completion of the features of the work to be observed without prior written approval of
the District. The Architect’s on-site representative will be removed immediately upon
written request of the District.

D. Architect may be required to provide consultation concerning replacement of
any work damaged or destroyed by fire or other cause during construction and furnish
architectural, design, and engineering services as may be required in connection with the
replacement of the work.

E. Architect may be required to provide Additional Services made necessary by
the default of the Construction Contractor in the performance of the Construction Contract.

Schedule B
Architect’s Schedule

Architect shall prepare an updated Architect’s Schedule for approval by District within ten
(10) days of the Effective Date of the Agreement for District approval. The Architect’s
Schedule shall contain the time periods set forth below for achieving milestones, completing
the phases and stages of the Services, performing reviews, responses and rendering
professional opinions, and completing other tasks identified below. The time for District’s
review and approval of Architect’s Services shall be such reasonable time periods as
mutually agreed upon by Architect and District and, during the Design Development and
Construction Document phases, the time for District’s review and approval of Architect’s
submittals shall not be less than fourteen (14) days. Such time periods shall be reflected in
the updated Architect’s Schedule approved by District.

A. Construction Documents Phase:

Construction Documents shall be completed within _ calendar days after the
Effective Date of the Agreement.

B. Bidding Phase:

I. Provide District with responses to questions from prospective bidders
concerning the Construction Documents within 5 days of receipt of same by Architect.

2. Prepare up to three addendums to the Construction Documents, as necessary,
within 14 days of written notice from from District that an addendum is required. Additional
addenda shall be prepared by Architect at District’s written request, however, such additional
addenda may, upon reasonable and mutual agreement of the parties, be the subject of an
Additional Service.

C. Construction Phase Services:

1. [nterpret meaning of and/or clarify Construction Documents within __ calendar
days of receipt of request from District.
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business days of receipt of request from District.

2. Respond to construction contractor Request for Information (RFI) within

3. Provide and distribute explanatory sketches of Construction Documents to
District within __ calendar days of District request.

4. Provide District with its judgment concerning Construction Contractor’s
submittals, including schedules, schedule updates, invoices, shop drawings, coordination
drawings, samples, as-built drawings, change requests, quotations, product data, claims of
materially different circumstances, requests or demands for scope changes, extensions of
time, and additional compensation and other submissions, within _ calendar days of District’s
reguest.

5. Provide District with its professional judgment and recommendation
concerning the resolution of claims and disputes between District and the construction
contractor within _ calendar days of District’s request.

6. Prepare all bulletins, proposals, and revisions in drawings required by
construction contract change orders approved by District within _ calendar days of request
from District.

7. In extraordinary events where, in Architect’s professional opinion, Architect
cannot reasonably perform the actions, make revisions, or otherwise respond within the time
allotted in accordance with the requirements of Paragraphs 1-6 of this subsection C,
Architect shall promptly notify District of such fact in writing and District and Architect shall
agree in good faith upon a reasonable time period for Architect to complete such response.

D. Project Close Out:

1. Notify District within 3 days of any non-compliant items observed during the
Architect’s final inspection of the Project in the form of a Punch List Items document.

2. Provide District with a copy of all guarantees and warranties, operating and
maintenance manuals, instruction books, diagrams, and other material required by the
Contract Documents within 30 days of their receipt form the construction contractor.

3. Execute and deliver to District a Certificate of Completion within 7 days of
the completion of all Punch List Items.

4, Prepare and deliver to District the Project Closeout Form for the Project
within 7 days of District’s request for same. The Project Closeout Form will be furnished by

Schedule C
Compensation of the Architect
For Additional Services
And Reimbursable Expenses

I. ADDITIONAL SERVICES

District will compensate Architect for authorized Additional Services in accordance
with the hourly/unit rates as set forth in Schedule E or in accordance with a lump sum agreed
upon in writing by Architect and District. Except Reimbursable Expenses, no additional
compensation or payments shall be due Architect for any authorized Additional Services.

IL. REIMBURSABLE EXPENSES

“Reimbursable Expenses” as referred to in this Agreement, are those actual,
reasonable, and necessary expenditures incurred by Architect in performing the Services or
authorized Additional Services and which are among the category of expenses listed in
subsections A and B of this Section II of Schedule C. Except as provided in A below,
payment for Reimbursable Expenses requires prior written approval of District, which
approval shall not be unreasonably withheld.

A. Plotting, printing and reproduction of drawings, specifications, and
presentation materials requested by District, or required for scheduled reviews of the
progress of the Services by District and/or the User Group, public or OSHPD or Other
Agency meetings and/or hearings, and as required for professional peer reviews of
documents as directed by District.

Distribution of drawings, specifications, and presentation materials requested
by District, or required for scheduled reviewed of the progress of the Services by District
and/or the User Group, public or OSHPD or Other Agency meetings and/or hearings, and as
required for professional peer reviews of documents as directed by District.

Printing and distribution costs associated with shop drawing and submittal
reviews during construction.

B. The following Reimbursable Expenses require prior written approval by the
District before they are incurred by Architect or its Subcontractors or Subconsultants:
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1) All Reimbursable Expenses which will, or which are reasonably likely
to. exceed the sum of $500.00 in relation to a particular activity as a part of the Services or
Additional Services.

2) Expense of transportation and living of principals and employees
traveling in connection with the Project,. Travel expenses include coach air fare, hotel and
per diem costs, auto rental, fuel and insurance, and must be supported with proper
documentation in the form of itemized invoices. Travel expenses shall be substantially
consistent with the District’s “Consultant Travel Reimbursement Policy” attached to this
Schedule C as Addendum A. The parties agree to cooperate to schedule meetings taking
place in La Mesa and requiring Architect to travel in advance in accordance with an agreed
upon programmatic plan covering several meetings, whenever feasible.

3) Fees and costs of special consulting services requested by District in
writing. Such special consulting services do not include any part or aspect of the Services to
be provided by Architect to District under this Agreement.

4) Costs for rental or purchase of special items or equipment requested by
District in writing.

5) Costs of surveys, geotechnical and environmental technical testing and
reports, requested by District in writing.

C. Except as specifically allowed above, the following expenses gre not
Reimbursable Expenses:

1) Plotting, printing and distribution of drawings and specifications for
the purposes of coordination between members of the Architect’s project team, or otherwise
incidental to the normal execution of the Architect’s work.

2 Office and administrative expenses, including telephonic or telecopier
system expenses, photocopying and duplicating costs, office or drafting supplies, and
delivery services.

Schedule D
Insurance Requirements

INSURANCE COVERAGE TYPES AND AMOUNTS TO BE PROCURED AND
MAINTAINED BY ARCHITECT IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE AGREEMENT:

(a) Commercial General Liability Insurance with combined single limit coverage
limits of not less than One Million Dollars ($1,000,000.00) per occurrence and an aggregate
limit of at least Two Million Dollars ($2,000,000.00) for products and operation hazard,
contractual liability, broad form liability, property damage, independent consultants, personal
injury, underground hazard, and explosion and collapse hazard where applicable.

(b) Professional Liability Insurance with coverage limits of not less than One Million
Dollars ($1,000,000.00) per occurrence, and $2,000,000 in the aggregate, covering acts,
errors, and omissions and contractual liability. When policies are renewed or replaced, the
policy retroactive date must coincide with, or precede the start of work on the Agreement. A
claims-made policy, which is not renewed or replaced, must have an extended reporting
period of 3 years following the completion of Services.

(¢) Automobile Liability Insurance providing coverage for vehicles used in
connection with the performance of this Agreement, whether owned, hired, leased, or
borrowed with limits not less than One Million Dellars ($1,000,000.00) per occurrence,
combined single limit, for bodily injury and property damage.

(d) Worker’s Compensation Insurance as required by the laws of the State of
California. In addition, Consultant agrees to maintain Employer’s Liability [nsurance
covering bodily injury and property damage insurance, for injury to employees or damage to
employee property, in a minimum amount of One Million Dollars ($1,000,000.00) each for
bodily injury and property damage.

Should there be changes to the scope of the project that affect the fee, we will not
procsed without written and signed authorization from DHD for addltional services. Any
addltional services that may be authorized by you would be billed at our current hourly

billing rate llsted below.

Proposed Fee

We propose to provide the servicas as outllned in Section 1.0 above for a fixed fee of
Thirty Elght Thousand Two Hundred Forty Dollars ($38,240).

Expenses including reproduction of plans, specifications and other related materjals,
agency fees, plotting, project related trave! out of the Coachella Valley and delivery
services are considered relmbursable and would be billed at cost.
