CALL TO ORDER 
The meeting was called to order at 3:00 p.m. by Chairman Solomon.

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CHIEF OPERATING OFFICER’S REPORT 
The report was reviewed in conjunction with the Las Palmas Medical Plaza report, Parking Lot G 
Update, Parking Lot G Payment Schedule and the Staff Action List.   
Mr. Young reported that the Parking Lot G projected completion date has been pushed back to 
August 31st due to the delays in the steel fabrication of the canopy structures.  This delay 
required a change order increasing the cost for the inspections of the steel structures which 
was approved at the June 28, 2011 board meeting.  The general contractor will be responsible 
for the extra inspection costs.  In response to Vice-President Hazen regarding the recovery of 
the extra cost, Mr. Young reported that Mr. Fontana is working with our legal counsel for an 
agreement to be signed by the general contractor for the District to recover the extra charges.       
      
FINANCE REPORTS 
1. Financial Statements - The District’s and LPMP financial statements for June 2011 were 
reviewed.   
2. Accounts Receivable Aging Summary – the District’s June 2011 Accounts Receivable detail 
was reviewed.

The University of California Riverside School of Medicine request was discussed.  It was clarified 
that at the June 28th board meeting, a motion was passed to refer the request to the Program 
Committee for the July meeting with the appropriate grant documentation for possible action 
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at the July 2011 Board of Directors meeting.  Staff reported that a grant application had been 
submitted and the request will be on the July 19th Program Committee agenda.

Parking Lot Project: 

 

Construction commenced March 14, 2011 and was scheduled to be completed 120 days later on July 

11, 2011.  New completion date was scheduled for August 31, 2011 due to delay for metal fabrication.  

The parking lot construction is complete and should be opened for parking on September 13, 2011.  

Tenet has provided proof of insurance to cover the parking lot and will be monitoring, along with 

District staff, the electricity supplied to the Cancer Center for which there will be a 3 for 1 reduction to 

the prepaid lease schedule for the value of that electricity on an annual basis.  The approximate cost of 

$4.4M for the parking lot will provide a 3 for 1 reduction amounting to $13.2M to the prepaid lease 

schedule leaving a balance of $21.3M as 5/31/2012.  In 2013 the prepaid lease schedule will increase 

by $8.4M due to the % refund increasing to 100% vs. 75% leaving a balance of $29.7M as of 5/31/13.  

That amount will decease annually by $3.1M plus the value of the electricity provided through May 

2023 per terms of the lease agreement.  See prepaid lease schedule attached. 

 

Also attached is the Parking Lot Update prepared by Mike Fontana, Project Manager, and the payment 

tracking schedule prepared by District staff detailing payments made to various vendors through 

August 31, 2011.

PARKING LOT G UPDATE 

September 8, 2011 

Prepared by Mike Fontana, Project Manager 

Parking lot G is complete. Southern California Edison has commissioned the metering and the solar 

system is on line. We are finalizing the paperwork for the City of Palm Springs and expect to turn Lot G 

over to desert Regional Medical Center on Tuesday, September 13th.  The correction of minor punch list 

items and close out documentation is proceeding. 

Penta Builders has executed a deductive change order in the amount of $52,230.00 to off-set our 

increased inspection and project management costs.  

The budgeted Project Construction Contingency of $278,530 has been debited in the amount of 

$9,777.00 for construction related changes from Penta Builders. In addition, there is one Potential 

Change Order currently estimated at $10,000 for reworking the pilasters so that conflicts with final 

grade and fencing were eliminated. Please note that the deductive change order in the amount of 

$52,230 actually off-set costs we incurred for testing and professional services. When we combined the 

approved changes orders due Penta, with the Potential Change Order for the pilasters, and the actual 

cost for the testing and inspections, the debit to the Construction Contingency is $72,007.00 leaving a 

construction contingency of $206,523.00.  

Pay application #4.1in the amount of $108,151.65 has been received and is being reviewed.  

The original budget for this project was $4.6M and the actual cost is approximately $4.4M.  This 

comment was added by Peter Young.
