Subject: ACT for MS – Final Report 
 
 
Following is the final report from ACT for MS grant #239. The amount granted was 
$80,000 with a term of August 1, 2008 through October 31, 2009. 
 
The purpose and use of the grant was to support the “Enhanced Strength Training” 
program that assisted approximately 45 Desert Healthcare District clients whose 
mobility has regressed with age or acceleration of multiple sclerosis. Individual strength 
training sessions were conducted at participating approved training facilities or in-home 
with trainers and physical therapists. 
 
The desired objectives were:  a) adjusting training based on evaluations; b) reducing 
absence rates; and c) demonstrating a measurable pattern of improved results.  
 
Attachments were submitted with the final report. Due to their size, those attachments 
(A, B, & C) were not included in the Program Committee packet; however they are 
available for review with the Program Department. 
 
The data and narrative summaries provide strong evidence that even small 
improvements in measurements such as ROM make a significant difference for the 
individual client. These results warrant further funding to continue  improving the lives 
of District residents impacted by MS.
