Pathways to Success plans to support the MAS Program with funding in the form of $18,600 
in administrative support from the Executive Director and the Program Director.  A portion 
of their time will be allocated to oversee and assist in guiding the MAS Program to a 
successful launch and first year of operations.   Pathways will also provide $11,600 of the 
total $48,000 salary for the Mentoring Coordinator who will be directly responsible for 
running the day-to-day operations of the MAS Program.  PTS has also allocated funding to 
assist in covering the benefits for a full-time salaried coordinator position.  The MAS 
Program coordinator will also utilize a part-time clerical staff position to assist with data 
entry and the collection and preparation of applications and similar paperwork.   There are 
lines items allocated for travel, which will be necessary to recruit potential mentors and 
office supplies to provide all the necessary documents and materials to every mentor.  
Marketing dollars will need to be spent in order to reach out and recruit a large number of 
volunteers in a short period of time.  Mentor Recruitment Training will be necessary to train 
and certify all volunteers for the purpose of properly equipping mentors with all the skills 
and information required to service their mentees.  Phones and communication equipment 
will be essential in keeping track of students, mentors, and all events where coordination will 
be important to providing exception value to every relationship. PTS has contributed laptop 
computer and other office equipment to facilitate the day-to-day operations and deliverables. 
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
